The natural surroundings of Kelvedon 

made it an attractive place to settle, 

dating right back to the pre-Roman 

British Celts, whose coins have been 

found locally. Trees were revered and 

some became natural focal points.

‘The Meeting Maple’ reflects this 

appreciation of trees, with its steel 

boughs forming a sheltering canopy over 

its seated gathering space and metal 

‘flowers of life’ representing its foliage.
