EVERYTHING YOU NEED AND MORE

The Bedfordshire town of Arlesey lies close to the border with Hertfordshire,

about 3 miles north west of Letchworth Garden City and 4 miles north of Hitchin.

For retail and relaxation, the market town of Hitchin is a blend of medieval and
Georgian character with a lively café culture. Independent shops and designer
boutiques are interspersed with high street brands, with an impressive selection of
restaurants, wine bars and bistros providing a stylish location for lunch or dinner. Not
forgetting the A1(M) retail complex in Biggleswade is just some 6 miles away offering

an array of high street retail outlets.

To the south of Arlesey, the Blue Lagoon, a former clay pit, is an outdoor escape
for fans of sport and recreation. A jetty and small beach make it the perfect spot
for sailing and fishing.
